PLEASE READ CAREFULLY!

Players with “6" or more actually played lifetime matches in an APA game format, prior to the start of any session, are
required to play at least “4" times for their team during the current session in order to be eligible to play in the
Divisional Playoffs and Tri-Annual Tournament with that team. Converted scores from 8-Ball or 9-Ball competition do
not count as matches played, and 8-Ball and 9-Ball scores are separate and cannot be added together for eligibility
purposes.

New league members and members not complying with item (1) above must play at least “6" times for their team in
order to be eligible for the Playoffs and the Tri-Annual Tournament with your team.

All team members must have “10" or more actually played “lifetime” matches, in the specific game involved, before the
start of the National Qualifier of the APA Year in question.
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
